Most people don’t think of
deans at major universities jump-
ing into swimming pools in their
business suits, but then those peo-
ple don’t know Harry Miller, the
dean of AUC’s Center for Adult
and Continuing Education, an
artist and a poet.

Miller officially retired from
AUC on Dec. 1 after a reception
last Tuesday for hundreds of
friends and colleagues in Oriental
Hall and the Fountain Garden, but
he will continue as a consultant to
the university until Aug. 1, 2006.

The swimming pool incident
occurred at a gathering with fel-
low artists when Miller suggested
they all jump in the pool dressed
up.

“It was planned. We wanted
to take some shots (photo-
graphs),” said Miller.

“We thought the contrast of
formal dress within an informal
environment like a swimming
pool would be kind of neat.”

In end, the others demurred.
Not Miller, who is known to col-

leagues, friends and family as a
man with a great sense of humor,
a predilection for the offbeat and
a love of challenges.

Miller has been dean of
CACE since 1992, although it
was known then as the Division
of Public Services (DPS) and
included the division of
Commercial and Industrial train-
ing (CIT), the overseas branches
and DPS itself. He considers
integrating the three the biggest
challenge of his career at AUC.

“To bring all of them together
into one CACE was difficult,” he
said, adding that his goal was to
get the divisions to stop compet-
ing against each other and to
cooperate instead. “We did it
basically in one year.”

CACE now has more than
35,000 students inside and out-
side Egypt in courses that include
Arabic, English and other lan-
guages; computer and business
classes and a Junior Summer
Program (JSP) for children
between seven and 15.

“He is one of the people who
had a great effect on me,” said
Mohamed El Rashidi, former
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associate dean for administrative
affairs at CACE. “He is a good
man as well as administrator and
academic, which is a good advan-
tage.”

Miller is also involved in
Egypt’s “Smart Village” project,
a public-private sector initiative
to bring together high-tech com-
panies and organizations that can
help develop other technology
companies. CACE has an office
in the 300-acre complex near
Sheikh Zayed City, to provide
programming and other assis-
tance to companies there, which
include MicroSoft and Xceed.

“AUC is the only institution
approved to be there,” said
Miller.

But Miller has also been an
artist for more than 40 years,
drawing, painting and writing
poetry. He uses only white, red
and black colors in his work and
is currently trying to incorporate
his poetry into visual portraits.

“Why is it fun? One, it is the
production of something. Two, it
is rewarding and it is a feeling of
satisfaction because it is self-
expression,” said Miller.

“He gave me samples of all
his artwork and I designed a web-
site for him to publish his work
because I admire his work and
personality,” said Sadek Washi,
assistant director in AUC’s Media
Services department.

Miller has been married for
43 years and is the father of five
children—-four girls and a boy—
-and the grandfather of 11-soon-
to-12 grandchildren. He keeps
track of them in a notebook,
organized by the month.

After receiving his BA in
Scandanavian  history  from
Carroll College in Waukesha,
Wisc., Miller earned a master’s
degree in a combined history and
education program at the
University of Nebraska and a
Ph.D. in education from Nebraska
as well. Miller has worked at
Nebraska, Southern Illinois
University, Hebron Palestinian
University and the Ministry of
Education in Bangkok. He was a
Fullbright Program lecturer in the
African Republic of Togo.

Electronic

There is a surprising shortage
of applicants for the Electronics
Engineering (EENG) major for
the spring 2006 semester.

This comes after the School
of Sciences and Engineering
made a decision to raise the num-
ber of students it would accept in
the major to 50 per year.

The decision was made
because “the new dean [Medhat
Haroun] [was] faced with so
many applicants previously,”
said EENG professor Sherif
Abdelazeem.

To be accepted, a student
must have completed 20 credit
hours of specified physics, math-

engineering faces lack

ematics, computer science and
English courses, and have a min-
imum grade point average (GPA)
of 3.90 in their major.

The final date for applica-
tions will be Dec. 15.

The department’s flyer
detailing the conditions and pro-
cedures for declaring the major
stresses that “the number of stu-
dents who will be admitted in the
January/February 2006 admis-
sion cycle will depend on avail-
able slots but any student with an
index of 3.9 or higher will be
accepted into the major.”

“The [required] GPA sky-
rocketed to 3.98 [this semester]”
said Abdelazeem. It was then
lowered to 3.95 after a student
withdrew from the major, allow-

ing the next highest GPA appli-
cant to declare EENG.

When the department was
established in 2001, the number
of students accepted in the major
was 30 per year. This number
was raised to 40 two years ago,
then to 50 for next semester.

The old system relied on a
carefully controlled calculation
of the GPA in one’s major and
limited the number of students by
accepting only the highest GPAs.

“This was very competitive,”
said EENG chairman Hassanein
Amer.

“It is better for the depart-
ment that they raised the number
of applicants to be accepted
because a lot of students have
problems with declaration,” said

EENG senior Sherihan Amro.

Mohamed Deeb, who gradu-
ated with the first batch of EENG
majors in 2001, said that even
when he was an undergraduate,
many students could not declare
EENG and had to opt for comput-
er science instead.

“This is a better system,” he
said.

Electronics engineering fac-
ulty and students are perplexed
by the lack of applicants for dec-
laration next semester.

“This is an open question. I
do not know,” said Amer. “In pre-
vious years, if we [could] accept
10 students, we usually got, let’s
say, double [that number in appli-
cants] and we had to reject half of
them.”

Senate scraps constitution,

adopts bylaws instead

The Faculty Senate scrapped
its constitution in favor of bylaws
last Wednesday and approved the
creation of a new faculty commit-
tee responsible for looking at
ways to raise faculty salaries.

Exchanging the senate con-
stitution for bylaws will facilitate
the senate’s amendment process,
according to David Wilmsen, the
senate secretary.

The change was necessary
for practical reasons. Originally
it was necessary for the Board of
Trustees (BOT) to ratify amend-
ments to the senate constitution
by a two-thirds vote. By chang-
ing to bylaws, the senate will
have the freedom to approve an
amendment without the BOT
approval.

Since the BOT only meets
three times a year, if the senate
misses any of these meetings,
none of the senate amendments
will be approved until the follow-
ing BOT meeting, said Wilmsen.

As a result of this change, the
Senate changed its name from
Faculty Senate to University

Senate.

The other change ratified was
the creation of a new faculty
committee that will be in charge
of recommending a new salary
system for the faculty.

According to Wilmsen, the
new salary scale will generally be
higher than the existing one and
will be implemented once the
university starts recruiting new
faculty members for next fall.

According to the draft pro-
posal, the main mandates of the
committee will be to propose a
scheme of action for placing cur-
rent faculty members on the new
system. It will suggest guidelines
for assessing and evaluating the
scheme as well as following up
the process of its implementation.

The deans of the three
schools and the library will be
responsible for nominating the
four members of this new com-
mittee, according to the senate
members vote.

Mohamed Abou Zeid, senate
chair, said that the names of the
committee members will be
announced in the next senate
meeting.

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Hawass announces clean-up of Egyptian Museum’s basement

The secretary-general of
Egypt’s Council of Antiquities,
which regulates the country’s
world-famous monuments,
vowed to clean up and organize

the overcrowded Egyptian
Museum basement within the
next year.

“The basement is awful; not
only does it not have a database,
but also if a piece is removed, it
is not recorded,” said Zahi
Hawass, who is also an Egyptian
archaeologist.

“Anyone can steal something
and the administration will not
know.”

Hawass made the remarks in
a lecture last Monday organized

by the university’s journalism
and mass communication depart-
ment.

The talk came after three
pieces were stolen this year from
the museum’s crowded basement.

According to news reports,
the two workers who allegedly
stole the pieces were part of the
team responsible for the base-
ment restoration. They were
arrested last October by the
tourism and antiquities police.

Hawass not only wants to
preserve the Egyptian treasures
currently in the country, but he is
also trying to get back Egyptian
artifacts in museums and collec-
tions abroad.

To do that, Hawass appealed
to UNESCO to return five price-
less artifacts in particular, includ-
ing the Rosetta Stone, which was

discovered during the French
occupation of Egypt in 1799.

The Rosetta Stone, whose
discovery allowed Egyptian
hieroglyphics to be translated for
the first time, is currently in the
British Museum in London.

He asked the countries not
willing to return the artifacts,
including England, Germany and
France, to at least loan them for
exhibition in Egypt.

He also emphasized that
Egyptian artifacts can no longer
be given as gifts to other coun-
tries.

In addition, Hawass objected
to concerts and events that take
place close to the pyramids.

“If they make me the presi-
dent of Egypt for one day, I will
bring bulldozers and remove Al
Haram Street in Giza, along with

all the people and the houses, to
protect the pyramids,” said
Hawass.

“I am against any perform-
ance in front of the pyramids,”
said Hawass, adding that the per-
formance may damage the
ancient treasures. “I was about to
resign.”

Hawass said that there are
few good Egyptian archeologists.
Out of 500 Egyptian archeolo-
gists, only three are good, he
added.

Archeology cannot be taken
as a normal job, you have to ded-
icate your life for it and seek a
higher degree in the field, he
said.

“To be an archeologist, it is
not enough to like or even love
your job, but you have to be pas-
sionate about it,” said Hawass.

Citing rules

violation, OSD cancels

annual Psychology Club bake sale

The Office of Student Development [OSD]
banned last Wednesday’s bakery sale organized by the
Psychology Club, saying it’s against university rules.

The Psychology Club organizes two bakery sales
every semester for charity.

“We bake food at home and sell it inside a
reserved booth, and the profit goes for [charity],” said
Heba El Asaad, psychology club member.

“The OSD told us [psychology club] that we were
not allowed to do the sale. They said we are not
allowed to make profit out of it, although the profits
go for donations,” said Shireen El Farnawany, vice
president of the psychology club.

“We had to implement this rule because the
United Enterprise contract [dictates] that students do
not sell food,” said Director of Student Organizations
Activties Aida Maged, adding that the rule also guar-
antees that there is no competition with food outlets
such as the Jameel Center Café and L’ Aroma.

But El Asaad said the club’s bakery booth does
not compete with other campus cafes because it is
done for charity.

Maged said the rule has existed for a long time.
But El Farnawany said the club has never heard of
this rule before and a bakery booth was organized ear-
lier this semester without any difficulties.

Maged added that the psychology club members
cannot guarantee that the food was safe for students.

Club members were disappointed with the deci-
sion. But Maged said the OSD proposed two options
to the club.

“[They could] either sell the food to the SU Caf¢,
or give away the food and if people want to donate,
they will,” said Maged.

Psychology club members refused both options,
saying they defeat the purpose of the bakery sale and
would result in a loss.

Bakery sales can still be conducted but only
through the SU Café and under student supervision.
This is to ensure that there are correct records for the
sold items and money, said Maged.

sex is a taboo topic

AUC recently showcased the
banned movie Five Pound Note,
which focused on the controversial
topic of sexual frustration, but many
AUC students and professors say
they are still uncomfortable dis-
cussing sex.

Some students do not under-
stand why professors shy away
from talking about sex, especially
when they are teaching courses that
include topics related to it.

“Teachers respond in a very
practical way—as if [their discus-
sion is] from the textbook,” said
Shahd Allam, a mass communica-
tion sophomore.

“It is human nature. We are
bound to talk about it anyway,” said
Ola Abul-Eyoun, a political science
junior.

But professors said that they do
not discuss sex in class because they
fear that students may not be at
ease.

“Students might get offended,
but they will not necessarily show
that they are because they are trying
to be cool,” said Sherine Moody, a
mass communication professor.

“Even though we [AUC] are
an open community and very open
minded, we are in Egypt [and]
because it is an Islamic society, we
don not discuss it,” Moody said.

“The culture does not accept
something like [talking about sex],”
said Sherine Ramzy, a psychology
professor.

Sami Omar, an anthropology
professor, said that he is one of the
few AUC professors who discuss
sex in a scientific way. But he
chooses not to discuss homosexual-
ity “as a matter of principle.”

The topic’s sensitivity plays a
crucial role in what is discussed, say
some faculty members. Some pro-
fessors choose to give only the exact

required information, leaving no
space for discussion or elaboration.

Ramzy said that professors
should keep the information they
teach within what the book says and
not drift away from that.

“As long as it explains some-
thing really important, I am OK
with it. But if they are talking about
it just for the sake of it, then no,”
said Yasmine Raslan, a business
Senior.

Heba Kotb, a psychology pro-
fessor, said there is nothing wrong
with discussing sex, and “it may be
worse if we do not talk about it.”

Kotb said that ignoring sex top-
ics may create a problem where stu-
dents start thinking it is a taboo and
avoid it. If they are ignorant about it,
it becomes a joking matter, she
added.

Students may giggle and joke
when sex comes up in class because
they may not have enough knowl-
edge about sex or human sexuality
to take it seriously, Kotb said.

According  to  Matthew
Whoolery, a psychology professor,
the lack of sexual background that
students have is surprising, but he
sees that students want to learn
more on the topic.

Whoolery understands that pro-
fessors may feel uncomfortable
because they are “not sure what to
say or where to begin. We [AUC]
should be straightforward and we
do not need to be embarrassed about
it.”

But Whoolery said that he is
not afraid to openly discuss sex and
believes that AUC should help its
students learn more about sex
because they will learn about it any-
way.

“If we do not teach it respect-
fully, where are they (the students)
going to get it? They are going to
learn it somewhere, so why not pro-
vide them with an opportunity to
learn?” said Whoolery.

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Would you care to die silently? Please ...

In the Arabic story (Nov. 13) on Kofi Annan’s speech at AUC, the
Secretary General of the UN said the actions of those who chose armed
resistance in Iraq cannot be justified with its deliberate targeting of people
that are not directly connected to the occupation. Violence should not be
met with counter violence, and that it should be replaced by tolerance and
mutual respect, he said.

These statements strike me as a terrible generalization, since few of the
actions of armed resistance target civilians, and it has not been proven that
civilian casualties could be directly related to the Iraqi resistance. And even
if a few were, this does not mean that we undermine the legitimacy of
armed resistance for the sake of a few incidents. It is true that civilian and
humanitarian organizations like the UN or the Red Cross should never be
targeted and whoever has done so, committed a terrible act. But all this
does not justify the terrible generalization that many, including Kofi
Annan, make.

The generalization lies in intentionally confusing the acts of rightful
resistance with terrorism. I believe this is a scheme the US media is delib-
erately using to justify an illegitimate occupation in the Iraqi lands. I real-
ly wonder what has the UN or Kofi Annan done to the Iraqis “before” or
after the war so as to patronizingly impose on them the way they should
fight back. I wonder who should make this choice in the face of bombing
airplanes, guerilla attacks, or banned napalm weapons that melt your skin.

Kofi Annan’s message is blurred and weakly supported, if we go back
to our history books and use a little statistics. The French Resistance dur-
ing World War II fought back with a heavy armed resistance, and has had
the following code of “execution of traitors and agents of the Gestapo”.
The Americans’ fight for independence was not in any way unarmed, and
neither were the Algerians nor the Egyptians.

Would you call this terrorism? If Ghandi’s, unarguably honorable and
worthy of respect, example in the face of the already decaying British
occupation to India is all we have to suggest to the Iraqi’s, then we are not
making a fair argument. I regret the loss of someone like Younes, but I also
regret using her memorial to send the same patronizing message of “we
occupied your lands, burned your homes, and killed your families; But
please... be civil!”
